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Dear Parents and families, 

As part of our topic and science learning we will be visiting an applery to learn about the process of turning apples into apple juice. We have taken our apples from the trees at school already to the Random Apple Company and the children will be able to see the process from start to finish and come away with a little bit of St Gregory’s apple juice. 

The Random Apple Company is a local, family run business based in Swanscoe, just between Bollington and Rainow. Here are the details: 

When: Thursday 25th October. 9am to 11.30am

Cost: the cost per child is £7.50. Please pay online. 

How: You will need to drop your child off at the Applery at the usual school time, or just after 9am, if you are dropping off siblings first. 

Return: we will bring the children back to school in a mini bus. 

What to wear: Warm trousers and layers. A waterproof coat is ESSENTIAL as we will be outside for most of the morning. Gloves and hats are also advisable. Footwear: wellies are ok, but can get cold and uncomfortable when outside for too long, so if your child wears wellies, please bring shoes for the afternoon OR stout walking boots (waterproof – again) as we will be in woodland, fields and orchards as well as draughty barns. 

What to bring: a snack for the morning, as we will not have access to the school snacks. Something that will fit into a coat pocket is essential. I don’t advise apples as they will be tasting lots of these in the session and may be a bit fed up with them! Also a water bottle, as these can be refilled on site. 

We will be back in time for lunch. So lunchtimes will not be affected.
